A Few Simple Internet Tips

· Tired of typing long, cryptic Web addresses? Type the domain of an address, such as comptroub, and then press CTRL+ENTER. Internet Explorer automatically wraps "http://www....com" around what you typed. 
· Not sure if the site uses a .com extension? Just type the domain of the address, and then press ENTER. Internet Explorer tries to find the site by using the various extensions. 

· If you need to edit an address, you can use CTRL + LEFT ARROW and CTRL + RIGHT ARROW to easily move between different parts of the address separated by periods.
· Use a variety of search engines – it can speed up your ‘Net surfing. 

· A way to find sites faster, especially if you have visited them before is to use your browser's bookmarks or favourites feature.
· If you are viewing a page that you believe you will want to reference later, set a bookmark shortcut there. 

· Right click on a blank area of a web page and you can print the web page, view the source code or html, refresh the page, bookmark the page or make a shortcut to it. 

·  To open an additional window in your browser click File, New, then Window (or "Navigator Window"). Or you can simply hold down your Ctrl (or Command) key and press N.

· The Links Bar is a quick access bar to your favourite places on the web. To view the links bar, click View, Toolbars, and then Links. You can add new links to the Links bar as desired.

· Here's how to remove your tracks...Click the "Tools" menu then choose "Internet Options." Under the "general tab" there is a section called History. Simply click the "Clear History" button and your history files will be deleted. In that same area you'll also notice a box that controls how to long to keep track of history files. If you want NO history files to be kept, just change that number to a zero. When you are done click OK.
